There is no doubt that education is the key to the development of nations, the secret of their success,
and the most important element in the renaissance of communities.

school sandwiches for the poorest students, the school kitchen for teachers, the food security project
for the educational staff, and the university kitchen for the most needy public university students in

Everyone agrees that Yemen is currently going through the most miserable period in its modern
history.

All the evidence and figures issued by local and international organizations are frightening and
horrible. The UN statistics confirm that nearly 22 million live below poverty line, of whom 8.4
million suffer from food insecurity, and they need immediate intervention with aid according to the
UN reports for the year 2019. In addition Yemeni people suffer from continuing conflicts, stopping
salaries, deteriorating economy, high prices and the expansion of the displacement circle. Such
catastrophes mean that Yementi people are in conflict with staying on the margins of life. Hence, it
is urgent for humanitarian work stemming from the values of giving, compassion and solidarity to
start working immediately.

With the war continuing and expanding its circle, the movement of displacement increased,
the economy deteriorated, salaries stopped, employment opportunities decreased, the indicator
of poverty and food insecurity continued to rise. Accordingly, many families lost their source of
income, forcing to change their Lifestyle and live in displacement camps or cheap rental homes on
the outskirts of cities or in abandoned buildings here or there.

Based on the responsibility entrusted to the Yemeni Food Bank, we have worked to provide bread
on a daily basis to 1600 families that do not have the ingredients and capabilities of making bread
in the place where they live through the project of charitable community
bakeries.

While the project provides baked items to needy families, the bank sought to support the project
for the resilience of the owners of small projects to face the effects of the terrible economic decline

Chafitable Com mun ity that hurt them. For this reason, the bank did not establish its own bakeries, but rather it intended to
contract to produce baked items for the families targeted by the project with the bakeries that were
Ba kery PijeCt probably stopped within the residence of those families and according to the standards of the bank.

Yemen has not been isolated from the consequences of the Corona pandemic, which has come untimely and
confused all paths in a country that is experiencing conflicts, wars, division and economic deterioration. This
crisis has led to increasing the number of people in need of emergency humanitarian aid which exceeding 22
million according to UN statistics. Accordingly, a strategy had to be prepared to confront the pandemic and
address its effects.

In the face of the effects of this, the Yemeni Food Bank was present from the first moment of the pandemic out-
break by creating an emergency food kit that - does not need to be cooked - for those stranded in the reservation
outlets and quarantine centers. The kit contained various foodstuffs, dates, water, juices, and baked goods. This
kit was prepared to be enough for one person up to 14 days. It was given for those who are required by health ne-
cessity to stay in quarantine, and the bank has distributed nearly 1,200 food kits for stranded people in all outlets.

Because the pandemic was sudden, it affected families whose only source of income is daily wage work. The
procedures for confronting Corona caused them to stop working. Accordingly, the bank initiated the distribution
0f 13,285 food kits to these families to contribute in alleviating their suffering during the home quarantine period.
